• Use hand sanitiser. 
• Sneeze and cough into your elbow. 
• If you have been told to self-isolate, you must do so immediately. 
• Keep a track of where you have been and who you have seen. 

 
At Alert Level 2 schools are open for students to attend and it is safe to do so. We will be expecting 
all students to attend school other than those who have been told to self-isolate, or who have a medical 
condition that requires them to remain at home to continue with distance learning.  If your child is sick 
or unable to attend for any reason let us know in the usual way through the absence text or email 
(skc_absence@saintkentigern.com).

• Students are encouraged to bring their own water bottles and hand sanitiser to school. 

• Year 13 students will not be able to leave campus during study or lunchtime during level 2.
