Dear Parents and Caregivers,
Year 8 EOTC Camp

accommodation. Transportation to the camp will be via Buses from the College (you may also choose to drop your
child off at the Ferry Terminal directly), on to the Sealink Car Ferry, then a Hike to Camp. We will be taking two School
Vans/Trailers to help with logistics and equipment.

A form will be sent out early next term to register
interest for volunteering.
